Its original publication date is May 18, 2002. Qor-Teth accompanied the Overlord Attack 
Abyssal Attack. 
It reads:

Those who live beneath the ground do not dare to speak his name above a whisper, lets the 
echoes of the caverns bring his wrath to their door. He is a legend even among the most 
powerful Abyssals - a demon beyond compare, born of the flesh of the Fallen Dragon, and 
risen through war and conquest to become Lord of the Darkest Chasm. His steps cause the 
earth to quake, and his wrath melts the heart of the stone that imprisons him.
He has existed almost since the Forgotten Times, when the Great Dragon flew above the 
world, and he was among the first to feast on the flesh of the corpse when it struck through to 
the center of the world.
